That is Jeff’s legacy – 
a bold approach to camp-
ing for the blind and visu-
ally impaired. 

If we had gone safe 
and conservative in the 
past few years, the camps 
would probably still be 
mostly regional in their 
draw and appeal. Instead, 
the bold approach has re-
sulted in a national follow-
ing and a national demand 
for our unique adventures. 

We hear daily of the joy 
they bring to participants 
in Illinois, in Florida, in 
Arizona, New York and 
many other states. 
They’ve got our number, 
and they are using it to 
call about our camp pro-
grams. 

As we move forward, 
the bold approach should 
be our daily approach in 
fundraising, in marketing, 
in branding and in creating 
camps that best service 
the needs of our vision-
impaired community. Oral 
Hull is a unique gem that 
is growing a national repu-
tation for good reason. 

Let’s reach for the 
brass ring and assure our 
energy and activity are 
well spent. We are always 
pleased and grateful when 
we receive a $200 dona-
tion. Let’s also put our 
energies on the $2000 
donations – where we do 
not have to expend 10 
times the energy to get 10 
times the result. If we are 
bold in our asking, we are 
likely to be rewarded with 
a greater response. 

Members of our board 
of directors and Friends of 
Oral Hull have  been pur- 
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-suing bringing an enter-
tainment headliner to 
create a benefit per-
formance for Oral Hull. 
It is a bold approach 
that may have a won-
derful outcome for the 
foundation and dramati-
cally mark our 50th anni-
versary next year. We’ll 
keep you posted as we 
work through the proc-
ess. 

Now, on the brink of 
another camp season, 
we are focused on two 
main goals. The first is 
to assure that every 
camper has a memora-
ble, life-affirming experi-
ence to energize and 
nurture them for 
months to come. The 
second is to be bold in 
our approach to com-
munity outreach and 
funding, and then enjoy 
the financial benefits to 
the foundation that will 

surely follow.

Í More than 21 million people in the United States have diabetes.

contacts have been to an eye doctor in the last two years. 
Almost 21 million people in the United States have diabetes and 

over six million of those are undiagnosed. Additionally, an esti-

mated 54 million Americans aged 40 to 74 have pre-diabetes, a 

condition that puts them at high risk for developing type 2 diabe-

tes.
