Memorial Day Weekender Brings Out the Animal In Everyone  
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Or..at least there WERE animals; Alpacas to be exact, 

as a special feature on the Memorial Day weekender 

for all those who attended.   Through a friend of Ex-

ecutive Director Nancy Hoffman, more than 20 blind 

and vision loss attendees enjoyed a rare treat on Sunday, 

May 29, 2011 as they visited the Cedar Springs Alpaca 

Farm in Sandy, Oregon.  Owners Sandi and Arnie Poutala 

share their 50, plus , soft, and gentle Alpacas that roam 

their pastures.  Visitors were treated to an informational 

overview of how the farm got started and the wonderful 

attributes of owning an Alpaca.  Each attendee got to 

touch and cuddle some of the younger Alpacas, called 

crias, and were able to hand feed all the babies and 

adults.  

And because we thought you might ask, here are a 

few of the questions/answers that came up on the 

tour.  

What is an Alpaca? What is their history? 

A domesticated South American mammal, related to 

the llama and having fine, long wooly hair.  Alpacas 

can grow in size to 4-5 feet. 

Alpacas were treasured by the Inca civilization, their 
fine fleeces reserved for Incan royalty. Alpacas pro-
vided clothing, food, transport, fuel and companion-
ship. Alpacas were close to annihilation after the 
Spanish conquest of the Inca. That they survived was 
due to their importance to the Indian people, and to 
ǘƘŜ ŀƭǇŀŎŀǎΩ ŀōƛƭƛǘȅ ǘƻ ǘƻƭŜǊŀǘŜ ƘŀǊǎƘ ŎƭƛƳŀǘƛŎ ŎƻƴŘƛπ
tions. 

How many kinds of alpacas are there? 

There are two generally accepted types of alpacas. 
¢ƘŜ ΨIǳŀŎŀȅŀΩ ŀƭǇŀŎŀ ƛǎ ǘƘŜ Ƴƻǎǘ ŎƻƳƳƻƴ ŀƭǇŀŎŀ 
type. It has a soft bonnet of fleece on the forehead 
and the dense body wool grows straight out from 
ǘƘŜ ōƻŘȅΦ ¢ƘŜ Ψ{ǳǊƛΩ ŀƭǇŀŎŀ ƛǎ ƭŜǎǎ ŎƻƳƳƻƴ ŀƴŘ ƛǎ 
covered in long, pencil fine locks which hang 
straight down from the body. 

How is alpaca fiber harvested? 

Alpacas are generally shorn annually. The best al-
paca fleece comes from the blanket (back, side 
shoulder and rump). The first baby clip commands a 
premium because of its extra fineness. Alpaca 
shearing is done with conventional sheep-shearing 
equipment or hand shears. 

What are alpacas' personalities like? 

As a rule alpacas are gentle and easy to handle. Al-
pacas can be moved around the farm with ease, and 
are easily trained to a halter. Alpacas rarely kick or 
spit unless extremely provoked. Being affectionate 
animals, alpacas are safe and calm around children.

DAYTONA BEACH, Fla. Jan. 31, 2011 τ One blind man suc-
cessfully drove 1.5 miles and avoided obstacles in a his-
toric demonstration before the Rolex 24 at Daytona Inter-
national Speedway on Saturday. 

Mark Riccobono, who directs the technology research and 
education programs for the National Federation of the 
Blind, drove a Ford Escape hybrid equipped with non-
visual technology that enabled him to navigate part of the 
road course section, according to a news release. 

Riccobono practiced driving at Virginia International Raceway in January. 

Riccobono avoided not only stationary obstacles, but also avoided those thrown into his path at random 
from a van driving in front of him. The Ford Escape was equipped with laser range-finding sensors that
