and the other trustees be-
gan by getting the word out 
locally first and then 
branching out regionally 
and nationally as they had 
opportunity. 

 The first step was 
to establish the property 
lines and so the surveying 
began in December of 1962.  
The 22 acre farm was di-
vided into two sections with 
17 acres above the Sandy 
River and 5 acres downhill 
towards the river where 
nature trails,  a camp-
ground, and a fishing pond 
would be established later.
